
Sustainable Landscaping Survey

For the purposes of this survey ‘sustainable landscaping practices’ are defined as principles and practices including effective and efficient irrigation, reduction and recycling of green waste from the garden/landscape, use of  fewer and appropriate pesticides and fertilizers or alternative non-chemical measures, proper plant selection based on wildlife habitat enhancement, water needs of the plants and the reduction of green waste disposal sent to the landfill.
